Rules & Regulations

These can be changed by vote without prior notification to the membership.

Meetings will be on the third Saturday of each month, whenever possible. This can change for special events or complications with the date. Notice of the change must be published on the website as soon as possible.

The Hostess Fee will be $3.00 $5.00 (as of June 2006) paid by each member & non-member who voted To Attend on the website poll.

Dues will be $20 per year. Members joining November through January will pay the full dues of $20. New members joining February through October will pay a lump sum amounting to $2.00 for each month remaining in our Membership Year.

The Vice President, Secretary and Treasurer shall be responsible to line up a replacement to carry on their duties if they cannot attend a meeting. The Vice President shall assume the duties of the President in her absence.

Duties of the Standing Committee Chairmen
Chairmen select their own committee members and meet when necessary.

The President of OLAQ is an ex-officio member of all committees except Nominating and may attend all meetings. She will be the tie-breaking vote when needed.

Fundraiser Chairman shall be in charge of organizing all fundraisers. She needs the approval of the membership for each fundraiser project under taken. There is no specific number of fundraisers required per year. 

Membership Chairman shall keep accurate records of Members Attendance.  She shall also keep accurate records of Non-Member Attendance to keep track of the one meeting limit. She shall keep the Waiting List in numerical order and notify the correct person when an opening has occurred. The Waiting List should contain all pertinent information so we can locate the prospective new member. If the contacted person decides against joining but wants to remain on the Waiting List she will be moved down to the bottom of the list. The chairman shall appoint a Website Membership Contact who will receive and answer all email from non-members requesting information on membership.

Program Chairman shall be responsible to line up programs for as many of our monthly meetings as possible. She should investigate the cost and requirements of regional and national teachers, so that we can take advantage of those we can afford. She also will be in charge of any group tours that we may agree to do.
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Publicity Chairman shall be in charge of any newspaper/radio/TV publicity that we would like in conjunction with the fundraisers or any other opportunity to promote the group. She shall be in charge of OLAQ brochures and other pamphlets we decide to distribute.  

Webmaster will be in complete charge of the OLAQ website. She will set up the polls for voting on various issues. She will be responsible to see that the cost for this is paid in a timely manner. 

In addition to the Standing Committees:

North East Ohio Regional Quilters Council Representative shall attend the NEORQC meetings, or appoint someone to replace her if she is unable to attend. She shall represent OLAQ and report back on the NEORQC meeting. 

Trunk Show Coordinator will be the OLAQ contact from the website. She will make an effort to have our Trunk Show out in the public as often as possible. She is responsible to know where the quilts are at all times. She will be responsible to keep the contracts in order and see that the insurance is up to date.
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
